Human Geography Project

At the end of the course, you will have the opportunity to work on a Human Geography
project. You will have the option to choose a world issue from a country around the
world, and propose a solution based on that issue.

Unit Tests

There are 4 units in this Semester 1 course of AP Human Geography. Each unit will
conclude with a computer-graded test with less than 20 questions.

At the end of each unit, you will also have to complete a Free Response Assignment.
Free Response assignments mimic the type of Free Response questions included in the
AP Exam. You are expected to analyze the prompts in these assignments thoroughly and
accurately.

Final Exam

The Final Exam mimics the real AP Human Geography Exam. There are a total of 60
questions, and you will have 60 minutes to complete it.
